
Agreement
on the use of intellectual goods arising in the course of realisation of a diploma thesis/dissertation
prepared and financed at the Poznań University of Life Sciences
concluded on ........................... in Poznań, between the Poznań University of Life Sciences having its seat at ul. Wojska Polskiego 28, 60-637 Poznań, represented by the Head of Department/Director of the Institute*................................................, acting on the power of the authority granted by the Rector of the University, and Ms/Mr........................................................................................................., a student of the ........... year of studies in the field of study .................................................. at the Faculty of .................................., residing in .................................................. at ................................................................, being a holder of an identification document no. ....................................., hereinafter referred to as a Degree candidate.

This agreement is concluded on the basis of § 16 item 2 of the Regulations concerning the use of intellectual goods, hereinafter referred to as the Regulations, passed on the power of the Resolution of the Senate of the Poznań University of Life Sciences no. 251/2007 of 28 November 2007.

§ 1

The Parties unanimously declare that at the Department/Institute* headed by Ms/Mr. ........................................................................, hereinafter referred to as the Supervisor, a degree diploma thesis/dissertation entitled: ............................................................................ ......................................................................................................, will be/is being* prepared, financed from the funds of the University.
§ 2

1. The Degree candidate after completing the thesis/dissertation will transfer the entire author’s property rights to his/her Thesis/dissertation to the University free of charge.

2. The transfer of the author’s property rights to his/her thesis/dissertation will cover the following fields of exploitation:

1) recording,

2) multiplication using print and computer technologies,

3) putting to circulation,

4) storing in computer’s memory,

5) public performance, display, projection, playing as well as broadcasting and re-broadcasting, as well as making it publicly available so that anyone may have access to it in a place and time selected by them.

§ 3

The Degree candidate is entitled to personal author’s rights to the work, mentioned in §8 item 8 of the Regulations provided that that the right to supervision on the manner of use of the work by the Degree candidate may be realised following a prior agreement with the Supervisor of the thesis/dissertation on the form of use of the work.
§ 4

The right to use the results and technical and natural solutions contained in the thesis/dissertation as well as the right of disposal of these results are assigned to the University, and the Degree candidate without the consent of the University may not make them available to the third parties or use them commercially on his/her own.

§ 5

1. The Degree candidate is entitled to the right to be considered the author or a co-author of solutions contained in the thesis/dissertation and motioned to be covered by legal protection.

2. If the results contained in the thesis/dissertation are to be published, the share in the copyright to the publication will be established based on stipulations of the Regulations, taking into consideration the contribution of the Degree candidate and the Supervisor of the thesis/dissertation in the creation of these results.

3. The Agreement defining the volume of shares of the Degree candidate and the Supervisor of the thesis/dissertation in solutions and publications mentioned in items 1 and 2 will be concluded as stipulated in the Regulations within a period of up to 14 days from the submission of the thesis/dissertation.

4. In case the University receives proceeds due to the use of the author’s property rights or rights to the results contained in the thesis/dissertation and disposal of these rights the Degree candidate is entitled to remuneration as stipulated in the Regulations.

§ 6

1. If in the course of the realisation of the agreement it will prove necessary to amend it, such an amendment needs to be done in writing to become valid.

2. In cases not regulated by this agreement stipulations of the Regulations will apply, while in cases not regulated by the above, the stipulations of the Acts on copyright and related rights, on the right to industrial property, on legal protection of plant varieties and the regulations of the Civil Code will apply.
3. The Parties will attempt to settle any disputes amicably and in case such an amicable solution is not possible, the dispute will be settled by a court of general jurisdiction in Poznań.
